Moseley is a suburban ward located in the south 
of the city. It has a population of 21,845 
making it the 17th most populous ward in the 
city. 

The ward has a slightly older age profile than 
the city as a whole and a similar share of the 
population from a BANE background. 

Moseley is amongst the least deprived wards in 
the city and has the a much larger share of 
working age residents educated to NVQ4+ level 
than the Birmingham average.  

Resident employment rates are above the city 
average and claimant count unemployment 
proportions are below those for Birmingham as 
a whole.

Economic Output  
New experimental data from the ONS provides Gross Value Added (GVA) a measure of 
economic output at LSOA level. Ward economic output has been calculated using an LSOA 
best fit approach. Total economic output in Moseley stood at £207m in 2020 (latest data 
available) and GVA per head was £9,545. Moseley has the 27th largest ward economy in the 
city in terms of GVA.
