Economic Output  
New experimental data from the ONS provides Gross Value Added (GVA) a measure of 
economic output at LSOA level. Ward economic output has been calculated using an LSOA 
best fit approach. Total economic output in Soho & Jewellery Quarter stood at £1,559m in 
2020 (latest data available) and GVA per head was £56,871. Soho & Jewellery Quarter has 
the 3rd largest ward economy in the city in terms of GVA.
