Disclosable Pecuniary Interests  

Disclosable pecuniary interests must be notified to the Monitoring Officer within 28 days from when you become a councillor in

Securities Any beneficial interest in 
securities** of a body where— 
(a) that body (to the 

councillor’s knowledge)

total issued share 
capital of that body;

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Other Registerable Interests 

In addition to the disclosable pecuniary interests above, you must, within 28 days of your election or appointment to office notify the 

Monitoring Officer in writing of the details of your other registerable interests. You are only obliged to register your own interests and 

do not need to include interests of spouses or partners in this part of the register. Failure to register these interests is not covered 

by the criminal offence but would be a breach of the Code of Conduct.
